Senate Bill I Implementation planning days, August 1st-4th
The purpose of the August planning days is to provide teachers the time to plan and work collectively to meet the requirements of Senate Bill I.  English Language Arts and Math teachers will work with the new Kentucky Core Academic Standards (KCAS), Science and Social Studies teachers will work with Core Content for Assessment 4.1 (CCA 4.1), and non-core subject teachers will work with CCA 4.1 and new Program Reviews.

The overarching goals of these days are to familiarize teachers with the new standards, develop and revise standards-based activities, develop standard-based common assessment questions, familiarize teachers with and plan for program reviews, and align curriculum both horizontally and vertically. The end products of these teacher planning days will allow BCPS to offer a viable and guaranteed curriculum for all students that is aligned across grade levels and between schools.

Math and English Language Arts teachers will work August 1st through 4th.  All other teachers will work on August 3rd and 4th.  Math and Language Arts teachers will be paid at their daily rate for August 1st and 2nd. August 3rd and 4th are contract days set aside by the board approved 2011-2012 school calendar for planning purposes for all certified and classified staff. 

In general, elementary teachers, except those that teach related arts, will spend August 1st and 2nd working with the new math standards.  On August 3rd and the 4th most elementary teachers will work with the new English Language Arts standards or, if they teach a related arts class, program reviews.

Middle school and high school Math and English Language Arts teachers will work four days (August 1st through 4th) with their respective new standards.  The remaining middle and high core academic subject teachers will work for two days with their existing standards.  Elective teachers will work with same two days on their existing standards and the program reviews.  Elementary Principals shall use their discretion when assigning Related Arts teachers on August 3rd and 4th.
The excel file that is attached to the email has detailed plans for each day of the Senate Bill I planning days.  These plans were developed with input by the District Instructional Leadership Team, district administrators, instructional coaches, and the Student Learning Division.
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
